Pillsbury College and
A Biblical World-View

One important benefit of an educa​tion at Pillsbury Baptist Bible College is Pillsbury's Biblical world-view. The Bible says much about the necessity of renewing the mind and thinking right thoughts. A truly Biblical mind-set,
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which is the ability to analyze life situ​ations and then think and act in a Bib​lical way, is developed and reinforced by the discipline and doctrine a stu​dent receives at Pillsbury. This mind-si-1 involves four basic beliefs: 1) the authority of the Bible, 2) the unity of truth, 3) the necessity of faith, and 4) (he priority of glorifying God.
I. The Authority of the Bible
At Pillsbury the Bible is the ultimate mmire of truth. The first question that

a Pillsbury student is taught to ask concerning any issue is, "What saith the Scripture?" The gospel we preach is "according to the scripture" (I Cor. 15:3, 4), and the doctrine we teach is based on ". . . the scripture . . . given by inspiration of God and . . . profit​able for doctrine . . ." (II Tim. 3:16). We believe that the right course is not necessarily the way of the majority, but it is the way of the Bible. We fol​low in the train of Isaiah who said, "To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this word, it is because there is no light in them"(Isa. 8:20).
Since the Bible is the basis for de​termining truth at Pillsbury College, the truth taught is not relative but absolute. Anything short of God's standard, which is revealed in the Bible, is sin, and anything that con​forms to God's Word is right. The eternal Word of God must be obeyed; for it will be the standard for God's final judgment of man. At Pillsbury the right course of action is not found through situation ethics, subjectivism, or humanism. It is based on God's ab​solute standard - His Holy Word. The first belief characteristic of the Pills-bury world-view is the authority of the Bible.
II.    The Unity of Truth
Justin Martyr said that "whatever things are rightly said among all men are the property of us Christians. For next to God we worship and love the truth." At Pillsbury we love all of God's truth and we believe that all truth is for us because "all truth is God's truth."
One of the exciting things about ed​ucation at Pillsbury is that what is

done in one class does not contradict what is done in the next class, but in​stead all classes work together to pro​duce a total system of truth in which each discipline complements all others. At Pillsbury, one of the members of the Science Department often lectures on geology in a Bible Geography class to reinforce the teachings of the Bible Department. In many schools this would result in confusion, but at Pillsbury it only lends more credence to the unity of truth and the order and harmony in God's creation.
That conviction is honored by the entire teaching force at Pillsbury. All faculty who do not have the equiva​lent of the Pillsbury Bible major take at least one Bible class each semester until they fulfill the requirements for that major. The ultimate authority of the Bible is applied in all departments giving Biblical standards and founda​tions to all classes. There is no con​flict between the science classes and the Bible classes. Biblical moral stan​dards are taught in classes concerning art and politics. The music we use does not experiment with and conform to the world's music which stimulates man's baser passions, but instead it is music that is consistent with the tenor of scripture and lifts one's spirit in worship and praise to God.
Pillsbury's commitment to the uni​ty of truth also motivates us to seek for excellence in all academic areas, because in every class we are handling God's truth. Proverbs 25:2 says that, "It is the glory of God to conceal a Ihing: but the honor of kings is to search out a matter." God has given His truth in His creation for man to seek it out and bring it under his authority so that he can use it for
God's glory. When we do this, we enter into the spirit of Solomon himself who ". . . spoke of trees, from the cedar tree that is in Lebanon even unto the hyssop that springeth out of the wall: he spake also of beasts, and of fowl, and of creeping things, and of fishes. And there came of all people to hear the wisdom of Solomon, from all kings of the earth, which had heard of his wisdom" (I Kings 4:33, 34). Solomon had a great knowledge of botany, zool​ogy, ornithology, entymology, and ichthyology. He knew all the trees from the greatest to the smallest. His knowledge of the other sciences was probably just as broad. It seems he had canonized all the things in the uni​verse. He had organized onomastica (systematic categorizing of subjects) of all these disciplines. He had identi​fied and labeled God's creation bring​ing all these branches of learning under his domain or rule. This is the same spirit of learning that the students at Pillsbury enter into as they study a subject and gain a mastery of it.
At Pillsbury, we are convinced that all truth is God's truth and this results in a Biblical cohesion and coordination of all disciplines under the authority of God's Word.
III.   Necessity of Faith
This third basic belief which con​tributes to the Pillsbury world-view emphasizes the necessity of a personal response to the message of the Word of God. To master the Word of God with one's intellect and not let the Word of God master one's heart is an utter waste of time. King Solomon, the wisest man that ever lived, came to the place where his heart turned away from God after the heathen gods of his
wives and he did evil in the sight of the Lord because he did not walk by faith and seek the only true God, the God of the Bible. Intellectual prowess or knowledge of scripture is not a guarantee of godliness. The Bible says that "without faith it is impossible to please Him" (Heb. 11:6). One of the greatest lessons each person needs to learn is to daily depend upon and fol​low the Lord Jesus Christ as He is revealed in the scriptures, for "faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God" (Rom. 10:17). This belief in "the necessity of faith" moti​vates Pillsbury College students to guard their personal relationship with the Lord and to be zealous in bringing the lost to faith in Christ.
IV.   The Priority of Glorifying God
The Apostle Paul says, "Whether, therefore, you eat or drink or whatso​ever you do, do all to the glory of God" (I Cor. 10:31). This fourth as​pect of the Pillsbury world-view is a natural result of our dispensational approach to scripture and our belief that "in everything Jesus Christ should be preeminent." This belief, that the Minimum bonum in life is to glorify (lod, means that our religion is not just external activity; instead, it in​volves the very thoughts, motives and ambitions of the heart The fact that (hi- glory of God is the top priority in our lives also results in a balanced hlr No part of life can be deemed trivial, but all actions, thoughts, and altitudes must conform to God's will. In this sense "all ground is holy ground."
